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OHTAGAWA ROWING AREA: AGREEMENT 2006
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All rowing club in Ohtagawa area agree this Safety Code.
Any Crew (include OB and visitors) who rows in this area
must obey these Rules.

1 Check and Sign up to the NOTICE BOARD

Write your rowing information on the bulletin board at the
wall of the Hiro—Kodai's boat house.

(1) This rule was formed as the agreement with the official
organization after the past rowing accidents. So we have to
keep this rule as the social responsibility. (In case of
emergency, rescue team will watch this board. You must to
write before outing.)

(2) Do not forget to delete your notice after the outing.

2 LIGHTIING ON in the Darkness

While night rowing (it means before the sunrise and after

the sunset), All boat must to turn on battery lights.

(1) Even launch before the sunset, you must have the lights

on the boat and lit it after the sunset,

(2) Lights are to be attached on the bow and stern.

(3) Light is attached to notify to the other boats. So it is
recommended to be light and wide as possible.

3 Keep right (at Center zone)

Principally, Please row on the right lane; towards the

forward, the right side of the center line.

(1) If your boat is on the collision course, you and the other

boat must turn to the right ward to avoid the collision to

each other.

(2) This rule does not restrain the course, when there is no
other crew or traffics on the river.

(3) This rule does NOT mean “Keep right MARGIN”. (In this
river, the zone of margin near the bank is almost danger
by piles, shallows, rocks and others.)

4 Weather Regulation

While the related Warning (Chui—ho) or the Alert (Kei—ho) of
the weather, you must not to row.

(2) “Related” Warnings (Chui-ho) : Strong wind, Wave,
Wind & snow, Flood, Tsunami and Lightning, the Alert
(Kei-ho) : Vviolent wind, Wave, Violent wind & snow,
Flood and Tsunami.

(2) The warning of the Strong wind (Kyofu—chui—ho) means
more than 10 m/s, and the alert of Violent wind means
more than 20 m/s. It is far from the row—able condition.

5 Mailing—Lists (ML)

The fundamental communication system between the

rowing clubs in this area, we use the mailing—lists.

(1) Everyone can register, use, and resign this mailing list

by yourself.

(2) The responsibilities of each RC must to keep the

registration to this ML. It is the responsibility of each club.
